The early history of Canada is a story of fish and fur. But after World War Il, Canada began to
develop its own industries, such as producing cars and airplanes. Today, Canada is the largest

producer of nickel. It supplies the world with iron and copper as well as wood, paper, oil, gold
and silver.

Canada has a reputation for being a mosaic of world cultures. About 40% of Canadians are of
British origin. French descendants of the French adventurers live in Quebec. The French language
they speak is unique. Words, grammar and even pronunciation still have connections with
seventeenth-century French. Canada’s third-largest ethnic group is German. Then come Italians,

Ukrainians, Dutch, Greeks and Polish.

With so much winter and snow, it is not surprising that Canadians are good at winter sports. Ice
hockey (simply called hockey) is a national pastime and it is so popular that it is more of a
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religion than a sport. This is especially true in Quebec, home of the Montreal Canadians, one of
the most successful professional sports teams anywhere. Other popular spectator sports include
curling and football. The official national summer sport is lacrosse.

Canada's two official languages are English and French. They are the mother tongues of 60% and
23% of the population respectively. You can notice the both languages on highway signs, maps,
tourists' leaflets and all types of packaging. Canadian English contains elements of British English
and American English in its vocabulary. The five most widely-spoken non-official languages are
Chinese, Punjubi, Spanish, Italian and Arabic.

The school summer vacations are from the end of June to the early September. On the first
Monday of September the Canadians have Labour Day. Originally, it was an occasion to celebrate
workers' rights. Nowadays this holiday is, first of all, an opportunity to spend time in the
countryside, or have picnics or other outdoor activities with family and friends. For students, the

A The United States is the second largest country in North America after Canada. It is washed by
the Atlantic Ocean in the east, by the Pacific Ocean in the west and by the Gulf of Mexico in the
south. The country is so big that there are four standard time zones. It also possesses many islands
in the Pacific Ocean and Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands in the Atlantic. The USA has the
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third largest population in the world (after China and India).

The American Dream, the hope for a better life in a new country, has attracted people from all
over the world. Most of them leave their homeland because they are poor and have few
opportunities. Some are forced to leave because of famines and civil war; others come for
religious freedom. There are nearly 250 million people living in the USA. 10% are Spanish-
speaking people than people of Asian and Pacific Island origin.

Each September, more than fifty million students between the ages of five and seventeen start the
new school year. Students attend classes for an average of five hours a day, five days a week, and
they have homework assignments to complete after school and on weekend. Many students sign
up for after-school programs at their school or nearby. 41% of high school graduates go to
college.

This day celebrates Christopher Columbus’s arrival in the Americas in 1492. Since 1971, the
holiday has been commemorated in the U.S. on the second Monday in October. Officially, the
people of the USA are invited to celebrate the anniversary of the discovery of their country with
church services and other activities. In some towns and cities, special church services, parades
and large events are held.

Most Americans enjoy sports — both playing sports themselves and watching their favourite teams
and competitions. Children are encouraged to participate in sports at an early age. Sports are
important in college.

A - Florence Nightingale was impatient with a life without meaningful purpose. By age 24,
Florence rejected a marriage proposal and decided to be a nurse. For several years Florence
pleaded with her parents, with God and suffered a near nervous breakdown, but never considered
disobeying her parents’ wish. At last, in 1851 her parents permitted her to study nursing at an
institution in Germany. Two years later, she was appointed superintendent of the institution. Her
administration was very successful and so were the changes made to the institution.

B - Louisa May Alcott lived most of her life in Boston and Concord. She worked as a teacher for
a short time. Next, she worked as a housekeeper and finally began writing. Her first books were
written quickly. Then, Alcott volunteered to be a Civil War nurse, where she caught typhoid and
was sent home. But, from this experience her book Hospital Sketches became famous. Soon, her
stories were chosen for the Atlantic Monthly. Her most popular book was Little Women. It
described her own childhood, as many of her other books: Aunt Joe’s Scrap Bag, Little Men,
Eight Cousins and others.

C - Marie Curie was born Maria Sklodowska as the fifth and youngest child of Bronislava
Boguska, a pianist, singer and teacher and Wladislaw Sklodowski, a professor of mathematics
and physics. From young she was remarkable for her prodigious memory and at the age of 16
she won a gold medal on a competition of her secondary education at Russian lycee. In 1891, she
went to Paris. She worked late hours and virtually lived bread and butter and tea. In 1804 she
was placed the second in the license of mathematical sciences. It was then that she married Pierre
Curie, a famous scientist.

D - Valentina Tereshkova was born in Yaroslavl region of the former USSR. Soon after starting
work in a textile mill at the age of 18, Valentina joined an amateur parachuting club. She was a
hard worker. Later, at the age of 24, she applied to become a cosmonaut. On June 16, 1963
Tereshkova was launched into space aboard Vostok 6. She became the first woman to travel in
space. Her flight lasted 48 orbits totaling 70 hours 50 minutes in space. She spent more time in
orbit than all the US Mercury astronauts combined. Valentina received the Order of Lenin and
Hero of the Soviet Union awards for her historic flight.

E - Margaret Thatcher was born in England in the family of grocer and dressmaker. Her father
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was involved in local politics. Early in her life she decided to be a member of the Parliament. In
1950 Margaret married Denis Thatcher, got her degree from Oxford and worked there as a
research chemist. In 1959 she won a seat in Parliament. In 1970 to 1974 she served as the
Minister of Education and Science. In 1979 general elections Mrs. Thatcher became the first
woman to be elected Prime Minister of Great Britain. She resigned in 1990. She was awarded an
Order of Merit award by her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II.

Paul comes from an
ordinary family, but he is now the third richest man in Europe. His musical career has lasted for
nearly forty years and today he is one of the world’s most famous musicians.

He started to play the guitar seriously
when he was 14. When he was 15 he met and formed a band with another boy from Liverpool,
John Lennon. This was perhaps the most important point in his life. Formed around the nucleus
of Lennon and McCartney, who first performed together in Liverpool in 1957, the group named
the Beatles grew out of a shared enthusiasm for American rock and roll.

Precocious composers, they gathered around themselves a changing
cast of accompanists. The Beatles soon rose to fame in England by producing recording of
original tunes and also by playing classic American rock and roll. After their appearances on
British television, British newspapermen coined a new word — Beatlemania. For the next ten
years the group was the symbol of youth movement.

IV. In 1972, after the Beatles had stopped performing together, Paul McCartney formed a new
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band, Wings, but it was never as successful as the Beatles and it broke up after seven years.
Through the 1980s McCartney worked on his own. In recent years Paul has written classical
music and has worked on films. He also opened a stage school in Liverpool. In 1969 he met and
married Linda Eastman, an American-born photographer, who also became a famous
personality. They had children and a happy life together for many years, but Linda died in April
1998. McCartney’s daughter Stella who graduated from College of Art and Design in London in
1995 rose quickly to the forefront of the international fashion world.
